Citizen Guidelines – SIR 2026 (Punjab)
1. Check Your Enrollment
· Verify your name in the draft electoral roll at your designated polling station or online.
· If your name is missing, apply immediately using Form‑6 (new voter registration).
2. Update Your Details
· Use Form‑8 to correct errors in name, age, address, or photo.
· Shifted residence? Apply for transfer to your new constituency.
3. Remove Duplicate/Invalid Entries
· If a family member has moved away or passed on, request deletion using Form‑7.
· This keeps the rolls accurate and transparent.
4. Know the Timeline
· Draft rolls are published for public inspection.
· Claims and objections must be filed within the notified period.
· Final rolls are published after verification.
5. Cooperate with BLOs (Booth Level Officers)
· BLOs will visit homes to verify details.
· Provide correct information and required documents (ID proof, address proof, age proof).
6. Documents Required
· Proof of age (for 18+ citizens).
· Proof of residence (ration card, Aadhaar, utility bill, etc.).
· Passport‑size photographs if asked.
7. Stay Informed
· Follow updates from the Chief Electoral Officer, Punjab.
· Use official portals and helplines — avoid misinformation.
8. Your Responsibility
· Ensure your family members are enrolled.
· Encourage neighbors and friends to check their names.
· Remember: Accurate rolls = Strong democracy.
